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Minzu University of China (MUC) is one of China’s most important comprehensive universities, and one of the 39 key universities receiving direct support from the Chinese government. The university is located in Haidian District of Beijing, where there are many famous universities. It is near the National Library of China to its south, and the Chinese “Silicon Valley”—Zhongguancun High-Technology Industry Base to its north. The university is renowned for its highly distinctive ethnic characteristics. It also has a beautiful gardenlike campus, something rarely seen in northern China.
MUC has a comprehensive set of disciplines.
